Because |
live, you also will live. 20 On that day you will realize that I am in my Father, and you are in me, and I am in you.
21 Whoever has my commands and obeys them, he is the one who loves me. He who loves me will be loved by my
Father, and I too will love him and show myself to him."

30 I will not speak with you much longer, for the prince of this world is
coming. He has no hold on me, 31 but the world must learn that I love the Father and that I do exactly what my
Father has commanded me. "Come now; let us leave.
